From Martin Luther’s Sermon for
The Fifth Sunday after Trinity
Luke 5:1-11

But besides, we must bear in mind that the doctrine of the
Law is not to be entirely done away with, even in the case of
those who are Christians, inasmuch as Christians must exer-
cise themselves in daily repentance, because they still live in
the flesh which is moved by sinful lusts. Hence they must be
so taught and admonished, after they have received the for-
giveness of sins, that they do not fall back again into a state
of security, or give the flesh occasion to war against the Spir-
it. Ga. 5:13.

Now, see how kindly Christ comforts the terrified heart
and conscience. He says: “Fear not; form henceforth thou
shalt catch men.” In tones so truly loving does the Saviour
speak to all who are in fear and terror by reason of their sins.
He will not have them to remain any longer in fear and an-
guish. He takes away from them all the dread of the Law,
and shows them that they should not, on account of their
sins, flee from him but to him, so that they may learn to
know him as the loving Saviour who has come into this
world, not to reject poor sinners, but to allure them to him-
self, and to enrich and bless them with his comfort and help.
He therefore says, in Luke 19:10: “The Son of Man came to
seek and to save that which was lost.” And in 1 Tim. 1:15 St.
Paul says: “Christ Jesus came into the world to save sinners,
of whom I am chief.”

The Old Testament Reading 1 Kings 19:11-21

"[The Lorp] said, “Go out and stand on the mount before the Lorp.”
And behold, the Lorp passed by, and a great and strong wind tore the
mountains and broke in pieces the rocks before the Lorp, but the Lorp
was not in the wind. And after the wind an earthquake, but the Lorp was
not in the earthquake. '*And after the earthquake a fire, but the Lorp was
not in the fire. And after the fire the sound of a low whisper. *And when
Elijah heard it, he wrapped his face in his cloak and went out and stood at
the entrance of the cave. And behold, there came a voice to him and said,
“What are you doing here, Elijah?” '*He said, “I have been very jealous
for the Lorp, the God of hosts. For the people of Israel have forsaken your
covenant, thrown down your altars, and killed your prophets with the
sword, and I, even I only, am left, and they seek my life, to take it away.”
SAnd the Lorp said to him, “Go, return on your way to the wilderness of
Damascus. And when you arrive, you shall anoint Hazael to be king over
Syria. '°And Jehu the son of Nimshi you shall anoint to be king over Isra-
el, and Elisha the son of Shaphat of Abel-meholah you shall anoint to be
prophet in your place. '"And the one who escapes from the sword of
Hazael shall Jehu put to death, and the one who escapes from the sword of
Jehu shall Elisha put to death. "*Yet I will leave seven thousand in Israel,
all the knees that have not bowed to Baal, and every mouth that has not
kissed him.”

So he departed from there and found Elisha the son of Shaphat, who
was plowing with twelve yoke of oxen in front of him, and he was with
the twelfth. Elijah passed by him and cast his cloak upon him. *’And he
left the oxen and ran after Elijah and said, “Let me kiss my father and my
mother, and then I will follow you.” And he said to him, “Go back again,
for what have I done to you?” *'And he returned from following him and
took the yoke of oxen and sacrificed them and boiled their flesh with the
yokes of the oxen and gave it to the people, and they ate. Then he arose
and went after Elijah and assisted him.

But at your word I will let
down the nets.” *And when they had done this, they enclosed a large number
of fish, and their nets were breaking. 'They signaled to their partners in the
other boat to come and help them. And they came and filled both the boats,
so that they began to sink. *But when Simon Peter saw it, he fell down at
Jesus’ knees, saying, “Depart from me, for I am a sinful man, O Lord.” °For
he and all who were with him were astonished at the catch of fish that they
had taken, "“and so also were James and John, sons of Zebedee, who were
partners with Simon. And Jesus said to Simon, “Do not be afraid; from now
on you will be catching men.” ''And when they had brought their boats to
land, they left everything and followed him.
