The Old Testament Reading                                           Jeremiah 23:16-29 
16Thus says the LORD of hosts: “Do not listen to the words of the prophets who 

prophesy to you, filling you with vain hopes. They speak visions of their own 

minds, not from the mouth of the LORD .  17They say continually to those who des-

pise the word of the LORD , ‘It shall be well with you’; and to everyone who stub-

bornly follows his own heart, they say, ‘No disaster shall come upon you.’”

26How long shall there be lies in the heart of the prophets who prophesy lies, and 

who prophesy the deceit of their own heart, 27who think to make my people forget 

my name by their dreams that they tell one another, even as their fathers forgot my 

name for Baal? 28Let the prophet who has a dream tell the dream, but let him who 

has my word speak my word faithfully. What has straw in common with wheat? 

declares the LORD . 29Is not my word like fire, declares the LORD , and like a ham-

mer that breaks the rock in pieces?”
